This years Ecobuild Exhibition, held at the beginning of
march, not only saw an astonishing 30,000 visitors to the
exhibition, but a record number of requests for information
about SureSet Resin Bound Paving.

The main topic for discussion at this years exhibition was the
requirement for permeable paving. As SureSet UK Ltd are
the market leaders for supplying permeable resin bound
paving, we had no problems providing our visitors with all the
information that they needed.

After the devastating floods of 2007, the requirement for
permeable paving has been at the forefront of all designers
and architects minds when considering the paving
requirements for their projects.

Our new water permeability feature was a perfect way to show how
water permeates through SureSet and through to the water table
below. Our feature showed the typical build up for a SUDs application
where a permeable asphalt and free draining crushed stone is used.
This demonstrated how quickly water permeated through SureSet and
the sub base.

SureSet also featured in the Cityscape attraction, entitled “ A River
Runs Through It". The feature asked visitors to think about water and
its role in a sustainable urban environment. Using natural, recycled
and recyclable materials, A River Runs Through it created a series of
thought provoking spaces for visitors to consider and enjoy.

Mercury House Gainsborough - A Glowing Success

In March, SureSet successfully completed works at Mercury House using
SureSet SureGlow and recycled glass from our Spectrum range.

SureSet were approached by Lincolnshire County Council in September
2008 and were asked to recreate the logo for Mercury House. Mercury
House is a modern purpose built business centre located in a prime position
on the outskirts Gainsborough.

It took two days to complete the 100m2 that was required on this project.
Many different mixes were blended on site to achieve the fading that is
evident on the logo that we were trying to recreate. We used an MDF stencil to create the crescent shape and
took our time when infilling the area to ensure that we had recreated the image to the highest possible

standard. For the tips of the crescent we used our new SureSet SureGlow
which glows in the dark. The rest of the surfacing incorporated 3mm Green
and 3mm Mint Green from our Spectrum range, leading up to this area was a
pathway which used 6mm sterling Silver.

Amanda Bond from Lincolnshire County council commented “We have always
been pleased with the finished product when using SureSet, which
has largely consisted of the buff gravel. This has been especially exciting and
the Mercury House logo has been reproduced to a very high standard. We
are very pleased with the results and have had many positive comments from
the tenants of the new business centre”.
